	Two Strands focus:

AT1 - Students study the Five Pillars of Islam, some main differences between Sunnis and Shiahs, the life of Muhammed [PBUH], the Qur’an and Arabesque [1. Beliefs, teachings and sources].

AT2 - How do Muslim beliefs differ from my own, what are my ‘five pillars’?, How do I respond to Muslim beliefs and practices [5. Meaning, purpose and truth].

	Lesson 1: 
LO: To explain where Islam was founded and who founded the Muslim faith
Success criteria:

1. I can create a map jigsaw to show where Islam was founded.

2. I can name some of the prophets sent by Allah and explain who the key prophet was.


	-use a developing religious language to describe some key features of religions

-describe the key aspects of religions, especially people, stories and traditions that influence beliefs and values

-use a map to source countries 

	Show the word ‘Islam’ to the chn. Thought shower what they already know about the religion. 
Teacher tell the chn about Muslims, Allah and Muhammand and their importance in the Islamic religion. (read from slide)

Next children work in pairs and use atlases to find given countries (see power point). 
Chn then complete jigsaw map:

	Lesson 2: 
LO: To explain the key beliefs held by Muslims
Success criteria:

1. I can recall the six key beliefs held by Muslims.

2. I can create an artistic list of the key beliefs using calligraphy and know why this is used by Muslims.


	-recognise the 6 main beliefs of Muslims
-use calligraphy

-consider the meaning of a range of forms of religious expression, understand why they are important in religion


	Using the power point introduce the 6 main beliefs of Muslims. (Don’t mention the five pillars-next session)
Explain to the chn as Muslims do not use images of Muhammad or Allah, or any other special people, they often use calligraphy or geometric patterns to decorate. Their task today is to write out the six key beliefs in Islam and to use calligraphy writing to do this. (Have calligraphy sheet on tables during lesson) Model writing one belief in calligraphy.

	Lesson 3: 
LO: To explain the key beliefs held by Muslims

Success criteria:

1. I can recall the Five Pillars of Islam
2. I can work with my group-listen to others and give my own ideas
3. I can act out one of the five things Muslims are expected to do
	-speak about the significance of the five pillars of Islam

-use specialist vocabulary in communicating their knowledge and understanding

	Work through the twinkl power point. Have the children heard about the ‘Five pillars of Islam?’ Talk through unfamiliar words and explain their meaning.

Next chn work in five groups. Give each group one of the Pillars of Islam.

Chn to think up a way to act out the information on their card. Then come together to watch each group and see if we can work out which Pillar of Islam they are acting out. 

(Ask children to bring in shoe box and junk modelling, tell them what it is for and what it makes sense to bring in)

	Lesson 4: (session 1)
LO: To explain the key features in a Muslim’s place of worship
Success criteria:

1. I can design a mosque
2. I can label the key features in a mosque.

3. I can explain the key parts within a mosque.
	-talk about and identify the features of a mosque
-use specialist vocabulary in communicating their knowledge and understanding
	Look at the buildings on the power point.
Do any of you know what they are and what might happen there? Introduce the word: mosque and what it is used for. Watch the video and then talk about the features of a mosque. Next children design the inside of a mosque (birds eye view) into their books and add labels. 
LA: add labels to features

MA: add labels to features and explain two key parts
HA: add labels to features and explain three key parts
(Ask children to bring in shoe box and junk modelling, tell them what it is for and what it makes sense to bring in)

	Recap on what a mosque looks like-interior and exterior. Using previous work children begin work on their mosques. Decorating inside and outside of shoe box.

	Lesson 6: 
LO: To name and explain the key Muslim festivals
Success criteria:

1. I can name the main Muslim festivals.

2. I can explain what happens at each festival.


	-use annotated drawings to explain ideas
-develop ideas from starting points throughout the curriculum

-make links between beliefs and sources
-identify and begin to describe the similarities and differences between religions

-describe the key aspects of religions
	Chn thought shower which festivals they celebrate and why. Next interview chn and ask questions on power point. Next work through power point and talk about different celebrations. Model drawing pictures to represent one festival. Note key words etc.
Activity: In groups of 4 or 5, take it in turns to draw a Muslim festival on your whiteboard. Make sure you don’t tell the rest of your group which festival you are drawing! The rest of your group should then guess which Muslim festival you have drawn. Once they have correctly guessed, pass the whiteboard on for someone else in your group to have a go.

	Lesson 7: 
LO: To explain what the Muslim holy book is and how it is used
Success criteria:

1. I can create a fact sheet about the Qur’an.

2. I can say what the Muslim holy book is called.

3. I can explain how the words in the Qur’an were revealed to Muhammad

	-use annotated drawings to explain ideas

-develop ideas from starting points throughout the curriculum

-use specialist vocabulary in communicating their knowledge and understanding

	Work through the power point. Give children time to ask questions about what they have heard. Next using given information model creating a fact sheet about the Qur’an. Use fact boxes, sub headings, bright colours, bubble writing to make it eye catching.

Chn create their own fact sheets about the Qur’an into their books. Chn magpie ideas from information sheets.

	Lesson 8:

LO: To recognise the main symbol associated with Islam

Success criteria:

1. I can explain the main Muslim symbol.

2. I can create a mobile to show the Muslim symbol.

	-use annotated drawings to explain ideas

-develop ideas from starting points throughout the curriculum

-use specialist vocabulary in communicating their knowledge and understanding

	Look at symbols. As a class decide which symbol goes with which religion. 

Introduce the star and crescent and symbolic colours associated with Islam. 

Next tell the chn they will be creating their own symbols for Islam. Remind them of symbols they have just looked at. Model creating own symbol. Tell the chn why you have chosen shapes, colours etc. Next chn draw their own symbol into books, add colour. 

LA: draw a new symbol

MA/HA: draw a new symbol and explain why they chose to use the symbol and what it means.
