In phonics this week, we have been recapping the
letters, sounds and tricky words taught so far this
term.

mat in book-bags for you to have at home.

In maths, we have been creating repeating patterns
with shapes and colours. We have also been making
musical patterns and action patterns. Many of the
children have become experts at spotting the deliberate
mistakes in the patterns created by adults—see if they

can share this skill with you at home!
