Wednesday

Look at the pictures below and write down a word to match each 
picture. Choose one of the words and write a sentence with that 
word in e.g. I like bugs. 

Thursday 

Watch and join in with the ‘Daily Phonics’ video on the school 
website. 
Ask a grown-up or older sibling to read the following words: jam, 
jog, van, vet, web, wig, box, mix. Segment the words and write 
them in your book. Choose one of the words and write a sentence 
with that word in e.g. The vet went for a jog. 

Friday

Read all of your purple tricky words. Spell them out loud using the 
letter names. In your book, try and write them down without 
looking at them.
