Pupils will have access to a variety of hardware, 

software and unplugged resources to aid their understanding of digital systems. 

Pupils will also be able recognise uses of information technology beyond school. 

Through opportunities to solve problems, design systems and understand the power 

and limits of technology, our pupils will be encouraged to use logical reasoning and 

reflect on their learning using a ‘can do’ attitude.
